ANNUAL FLU SHOT: Connecticut State

‘2. ) Regulations require that all children

9 ages 6 to 59 months attending a

preschool and/or day care facility

receive an annual influenza vaccine. This month,

we will be passing out forms to all families with

children in this age group to have their child’s

doctor sign and date when this year's flu shot is
given.

THE STATE OF CONNECTICUT
Department of Public Health requires
that all children who attend day care be
immunized. This includes their annual
flu shot. CT State Day Care Licensing Regulations
mandate that a current health assessment record
be in your child’s day care file.

This means that a new Early Childhood Health
Assessment Record form must be filled out and
turned in to us each time your child visits the
doctor for his/her wellness visits/physicals.

It is required that the Parents fill out and sign Part |
on page 1 of the form prior to visiting the doctor.

The doctor must fill out and sign Part Il on pages 2
and 3.

Please be sure to review the form before leaving
the doctor's office to be sure that they have
completed the form, especially that they have:

o filled in the date of the exam - pg 2

o filled in the Medical Evaluation section - pg2

o filled in the TB Risk section - pg 2

o filled in the Developmental Assessment section - pg 2
o filled in the Immunizations section - pg 2

e signed the form - pg 2

o filled out and initialed the Immunization Record - pg 3
(note that a printout of the doctor’s Immunization

record form is acceptable in place of page 3)

You
must provide the drinks for your child’s afternoon
snack.
